Here is a wonderful article by Anita M. Foley that has
an important message we should all be aware of not
just the catechists to whom she is writing!

As the New Year approaches, we encounter challenges
and pressures about making life improvements. There
are magazine articles that encourage us to begin an
exercise program, talk radio shows that discuss the
need to make changes in our food choices, and we
watch TV programs that give us advice on how to be
more organized and productive in 2012.

For those of us who serve in catechetical ministry, we
should use these last days of Advent and the weeks
of the Christmas season not as a time for making
unachievable resolutions but rather as a time to reflect
and grow in the healthy and holy habits of discipleship.

As disciples of Jesus Christ, we see life through the
eyes of faith and are called to bring about the reign of
God. By reflecting on the four cardinal virtues below,
we can determine areas in our own life that need fo-
cus in the New Year.

e Justice is a vital virtue that leads us to good and
right relationships with God and all people we
encounter. How do | practice justice in my daily
living as a disciple?

e Fortitude is a virtue of strength especially when
confronted with a difficulty. How do | remain
strong in my witness to the Gospel message?

e Temperance is a virtue of moderation that assists
us to act in accordance with God's will. How do |
balance life's challenges so | can make the right
and good choices of a disciple of Jesus?

e Prudence is a virtue that guides our reasoning,
enabling us to follow the right judgment of our
conscience. How do | incorporate reflective time
into my moral decision making?

Try to take some time to pray, reflect and rest in the
presence of God during this season to think about
how these virtues are present in your life. Developing
and forming the habit of virtuous living should be the
New Year's resolution of a disciple of Christ.
